During the Summer Term, the Spring objectives will be revised and the children’s personal targets from their individual Progress Updates will be reviewed. We will also plan 
activities based upon our observations and the children’s interests. Children in Reception also enjoy one FRENCH session per week, and SWIMMING and COMPUTING 
sessions every other week as an extension to the other extra-curricular subjects incorporated within the seven areas of learning. The French lessons will cover parts of the 
body, animals at the zoo, ordering an ice-cream, stories, songs, rhymes and games.  The Swimming lessons will involve continuing the development of water confidence, 
safety awareness and water skills. Children will also continue with PHILOSOPHY lessons with approximately one lesson every three weeks. There will be one MUSIC lesson 
and one PE lesson each week.
