COMMUNICATION AND LANGUAGE  
 
o Speaking and listening activities.

o Singing rhymes and songs.

o Performing the Nativity Play. 
o Play games to develop aural 

discrimination. 
o Letters and sounds activities. 
o Joining in with stories and repeating 

favourite phrases.

o Move in a variety of ways during 
PE, Music and outside activities. 

o Showing respect for personal 
space of other children. 

o Construct with various reclaimed 
materials and construction kits. 

o Using tools safely, e.g. scissors. 
o Exploring malleable materials. 
o Showing awareness of healthy 

practices with regard to eating, 
sleeping and hygiene.
