Personal, Social and Emotional
Development

o Settling in and separating from main
carer with confidence.

Nursery children also enjoy one MUSIC and one FRENCH session per week as
an extension to the other cross-curricular subjects incorporated within the seven

areas of learning.



Mathematics

e Showing curiosity about numbers in
the environment.

e Using appropriate language in
activities.

e Beginning to say numbers in the
correct order.

e Recognising some numbers up to
10.

e Sorting objects by shape, colour and
size.

¢ Using shapes appropriately for
tasks.

Expressive Arts and Design

e Recognising colours.

¢ Exploring colour mixing.

e Making constructions and paintings
and being able to talk about them.

e Engaging in role-play.

¢ Using senses to explore and
experience e.g. fruit and vegetable
tasting sessions, ‘smelly’ paints.

e Learning some simple songs and
rhymes.

and sounds.
